It doesnôt seem possible that it has been a year 
since I stood before the Bishop and vowed that 
you, the people of St. James, and I would work 
with him and the rest of the diocese in the spread-
ing the light of Christ to all people.  We have been 
doing that as we come together each Sunday to 
worship and then go out into the world ñloving and 
serving the Lord.ò   

What are some of the more concrete examples of 
what we have accomplished this past year that in-
vite others to ñcheck outò St. James and enable us 
to serve God better?  The first thing that comes to 
mind is our new sign on the corner of the property 
welcoming passers-by to come and worship.  The 
sign, also, by it permanence makes the statement 
that we are here to stay.   

Along with the sign, we have a bright, fresh, Parish 
Hall, not to mention a kitchen that is the envy of 
many churches in the diocese, both which allow us 
to come together for parish celebrations, Sunday 
morning breakfasts, Lenten dinners and other 
events.  I anticipate that there will be plenty of fel-
lowship and fundraising events planned for this 
next year thanks to the newly formed  Parish Life 
Events Team.    

Also, the newly renovated office space and the 
added conference room where such events as 
Thursday Morning Bible study, Cursillo groups, and 
Vestry meetings take place are both well used and 
much appreciated.  We plan to do some landscap-
ing of the area surrounding both the sign and 
around the Parish Hall sometime this next year.  
And, I still have hopes of building the proposed 
screened-in porch to be located in the area where 
the now existing childrenôs play ground is located.  
We simply need the space for parish events.      

We can now offer a Christian formation program for 
young children.  To accomplish this goal,  we desig-
nated the room off the side of the Chapel and dedi-
cated the space for Godly Play, a program where 
our young learn the sacred stories of the Bible.  In 
addition, to make us more ñchild friendlyò, plans are 
in the works to relocate the childrenôs play ground to 
the area off the kitchen.  This will get our children 
out of the hot Florida sun with the added bonus of 
being closer to the Godly Play room.   

Our efforts towards our younger members does not 
stop with our children.  As I am writing this newslet-
ter article, our youth are spending the day together 
on the river enjoying fellowship with each other.  
Over this next year, thanks to our Youth Leadership 
Team, our youth will be joining together often for a 
well-rounded Christian formation program of study, 
ministry and play. 

With all that we have accomplished over the past 
year or so, our biggest and best assets are you, the 
people of St. James.  I said it two years ago when I 
found my way to you (in spite of Map Questôs crazy 
directions) and it holds true today  ð- this is still the 
friendliest and most loving parish I have ever had 
the pleasure of serving.   Donôt believe me?  Look 
around you any given Sunday when we all greet 
each other at the Peace.  Or ask Gracieôs family or 
John and Patti Lovett ð- or the 25 new people who 
have come and stayed this past year.  We must be 
doing something right.  Not only are we ñfamilyò in 
all ways that count ð- as a family we also reach out 
to those less fortunate than we are with food, cloth-
ing and funds.  We truly are doing our share to 
spread the Light of Christ to all people.  Well done, 
good and faithful servants.

Financial State of St. James  
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Wounded Warrior Project  began one night when, while watching the 
evening news, a group of veterans and brothers were moved by the 
difficult stories of the first wounded service members returning home 
from Afghanistan and Iraq. They realized then and there that some-
thing needed to be done for these brave individuals beyond the brass 
bands and ticker tape parades.  

The resulting objective was to provide tangible support for the se-
verely wounded and help them on the road to healing, both physically 
and mentally. What had been initially viewed as a small contribution 
(compared with what the warriors had sacrificed while serving our 
country) has become WWP's signature program:  "WWP backpacks 
delivered bedside to wounded warriors." 

Wounded Warrior Backpacks contain essential care and comfort items 
including clothing, toiletries, calling card and playing cards, all de-
signed to make their hospital stay more comfortable.  They are pro-
vided to severely wounded service members arriving at military 
trauma centers. A smaller version of the WWP Backpack, Transitional 
Care Packs are sent directly to Iraq and Afghanistan to provide imme-
diate comfort during a warriorôs relocation to the U.S. military trauma 
center. 

The Diocese of Florida has sponsored two retreats at Camp Weed for 
Wounded Warriors this past year.  This August Mother Michael will be 
a spiritual mentor for a third retreat at Camp Weed.
